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the kettle will not turn off when the switch
has a problem or the door is open.

4. To brew tea, open the lid of the teapot and
take the strainer out of it. Then put the dry
tea or tea bag in the strainer. Make sure that
the hole inside the strainer and the tube on
the teapot are aligned.

Warning: Be careful when pouring hot water
from the kettle into the teapot.

5. Place the hot water kettle on the warmer,

press the On/Off touch button once, in
which case the appliance enters the warm-
up mode, you can press the warm-up tem-

Leave the solution in the
kettle overnight.

2. Then take the solution out of the kettle, fill
it with clean water, bring it to a boil and then
drain. Repeat this several times to eliminate
the smell of vinegar. If stains remain inside the
mouth, you can clean it with a humid cloth.
